Grading

Grading is based on a weighted system.  Emphasis is placed on mastery of topics covered and therefor assessments are weighted more heavily than homework.  However, PRACTICE is essential for mastery, and homework will be assigned on a regular basis and is expected to be completed in a timely manner.

We will cover the standards & benchmarks as outlined in Chapters 1-6 (A section) and  7-12 (B section) in Prentice Hall’s Geometry book. There is an excellent on-line resource that goes along with the book.  It can be found at www.phschool.com and the web code is afa-0101.  The last 4 digits correspond with the chapter and section number in the book.  For example, a student who needs extra practice on Chapter 3 Section 4 would enter afa-0304 and access either the tutorial or the practice quiz for that section.

Students will be assigned a number for a graphing calculator to be used within the classroom.  They are responsible for the calculator and any misuse will result in loss of privileges to use the calculator as well as possible fines up to replacement of the calculator ($150).  
*Students who take notes will be allowed to use them on the final exam.  Students are not mandated to take notes, however it is strongly encouraged.  I will do a note swap with any student who takes notes but may have missed some information.  Unless a student has an IEP on file, they will not be allowed to use their notes on tests/quizzes during the marking period.  

Make-Up Work

I do NOT accept late work unless a student is absent.  Students will be given 1 extra day for each day absent to turn in their make-up work.  It is important that students meet deadlines. I will always give students opportunity to work in class and ask questions the next day on the “tough” homework problems.


Because tests and quizzes account for 75% of the overall grade, I will allow students the opportunity to come in after school to review and then retake ONE test per MARKING PERIOD.  I will then average the two test grades when entering into the grade book.
